DAY 1

After a scenic 30-minute flight over the Eastern
Andes to the city of Puerto Francisco de Orellana
(El Cocal), you will be met by our staff and
fransferred by private vehicle (10 minutes) to our
exclusive dock. Here, you can relax, refresh, and
enjoy a welcoming beverage.

From this point, we embark on a two-hour journey
along the Napo River aboard our spacious,
covered motorboats, specifically designed for
safety and comfort. A box lunch will be served
during the navigation.

Upon arrival at Yasuni Ecolodge, you will enter the
ancestral territory of the Kichwa Ahangu
Community, located within the megadiverse
Yasuni National Park. Our staff will welcome you
with a traditional guayusa drink. The lodge
manager will provide an orientation regarding our
services before escorting you to your
well-appointed cabin, featuring stunning views of
the Ecuadorian Amazon. After settling in, we will
begin our affernoon adventure.

We will hike to our observation tower, rising 45 meters
(147 feet) above the forest floor. This vantage point
offers exceptional opportunities to spot a diverse array
of birdlife, as well as howler monkeys, squirrel monkeys,
toucans, parrots, and sloths. You will also witness a
breathtaking Amazonian sunsetf from above the
canopy.

Alternatively, you may opft for an exhilarating kayak
excursion, an ideal way to experience the rainforest’s
shifting colors from the tranquil waters of the majestic
Napo River.

The evening concludes with time to refresh in your cabin
before a sophisticated and restorative dinner.

DAY 2

Following breakfast, we depart by motorized
canoe to one of the most iconic sites within the
Yasuni Biosphere Reserve: the Parrot Clay Licks.
Upon reaching the first site, we will observe from
the boat as groups of parrots descend to the
riverbanks to mineralize. Species often sighted here
include Mealy Parrofts, Blue-headed Parrofs,
Yellow-crowned Parrots, and Dusky-headed
Parakeets.

We then continue our expedition through primary
terra firme forest, hiking for approximately 20
minutes to a second lick frequented by parakeets
and macaws. This site is strictly protected by the
Kichwa Anangu Community and stands as one of
the most significant wildlife observation points in
the region.

Later, we visit the Kuri Muyu Interpretation Center
("Golden Seed” in the native language). This space is
managed by the community’s women, known as
Mamakunas. Here, you will engage directly with
members of the Kichwa Anangu Community to learn
about their traditions, music, dances, and ancestral use
of natural resources. The visit includes time to browse the
boutique, which features unique handcrafted pieces
created by local artisans.

After lunch at the lodge and a brief rest, we head out
for an afternoon hike along terra firme trails, an
excellent opportunity to spot primates such as the
Golden-mantled Tamarin and the Red Titi Monkey.
After dinner, join us for a night walk with flashlights to
discover the jungle’s nocturnal side, where the forest
comes alive with unique insects, reptiles, and
amphibians.

Following a final breakfast, a short walk takes us to
our motorized canoe for the return trip to El Coca
(approx. 2 hours 15 minutes). Our staff will escort
you to the airport for your check-in and return flight
fo Quito.
